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Croydon Conservation Society believes that the Dandenong Ranges is a special place in the hearts and minds of Melbournians, and visitors to the East of Melbourne. Our municipality is on the next ridgeline looking at the Dandenong’s across the flat lands of Kilsyth, and Bayswater, a vista we never take for granted, and are keen to retain and enhance into the future. 

The amenity of the ranges is of a quirky, cosy, winter retreat, or a summer drive to clear the heat and dust of the urban environment of greater Melbourne. The great appeal of visiting the Dandenong ranges is as much for its ambience,  as it is for the topography and tall Victorian ash forests .

CCS believes the “Americanisation” of every part of our living environment is detrimental to our sense of place and is not something that should be allowed to invade almost anywhere. The concept of fast food convenience,  is not conducive to the quietness of the hills, and will not sit well with those residents who have placed themselves at some dislocation to enjoy the lifestyle that goes with hillside living. The particular architecture of the Mc Donalds businesses is an assault wherever they are located but would be a huge imposition on the current amenity of the hills and it’s style.
Obvious negative factors of massively increased litter problems, gatherings of people at late hours causing social disruption, and impact on local businesses such as tiny eateries , tea rooms cafes and other food venues, is not to be underestimated. CCS therefore wishes to hereby express its objection in principle to the application for a McDonalds in Tecoma.
