How dangerous to life is a tree?

This is purely about the fear factor which causes people to want to remove a tree.  Education is absolutely necessary here unless the tree is deemed to be unhealthy, showing stress or dying.

The top 20 causes of death in Australia are mostly smoking, diet and lifestyle related. 
Suicide ranks 14th with 2,400 plus people dying annually, from this alone.

The following ONLY relate to Accidental Death; which is a very small percentage of deaths annually and not even in the top 20 causes.
 54% on roads
 25% poisoning
 11% falls
 6 % drowning
4 % from choking. 
120 people die from food poisoning annually out of 54 million cases reported!

How one media report escalates fear.

Whilst it is a tragic accident, to lose a child for any reason there have been only 4 deaths caused historically by falling trees or limbs at schools. However in Australia last year 5,000 trees were cut down from Schools in NSW, with only one being assessed as an extreme risk, in an out of proportion knee jerk reaction to the very unfortunate death of a girl at school. 
There are no available statistics on annual deaths resulting from falling trees specifically, but it is likely to be fewer than shark attacks.  Trees get a bad reputation too frequently, and it is too easy for emotion to outweigh reason. Councils are also spooked into granting permits when someone mentions “dangerous” especially if mentioned by a road engineer, or a resident offering to sue if the tree does subsequently cause damage.
Life is risky! 
The top 20 major causes of death nothing to do with trees!
Risk management is an analytical process using real data rather than emotion. If trees are continually being removed without continual replacement in at least a one for one policy then we are certain to face serious risks and consequences from climate change. The expected extreme temperatures will kill vulnerable people in far greater numbers than would die if shade from trees was a major feature of every urban environment. 
Trees & Risk Management
To perceive all trees as potentially dangerous due to publicity of the death of one unsuspecting person or family who might unwisely camp under a tree on holidays, is not good risk management. Lightening also hits around 100 people around the World annually, and is most likely to be a statistic closest to that of being killed by a falling tree. Dying from aircraft crashes is higher than tree deaths. Trees are a “common to all” valuable asset whether on public or private land and we need to adjust our perception of real VS perceives risk, our future well–being depends on it.
We owe it to ourselves
To educate those who express fear over something that is highly unlikely, being injured or killed by a falling tree, to educate residents to understand that the risk to us all from denuded land in the face of climate change is a very significant risk to us all.
