Stick Insects will be found only in healthy gardens, where they can be found on gum trees rose bushes or fruit trees. If you watch them and there is a breeze, they will sway in the wind to look like a twig on a tree. They will eat soft new growth from eucalypt trees and also oak leaves. Chemical spray used in the garden is likely to kill these gentle giants.
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Sadly they are food for birds, even small birds!
